Foreword

to the Annual Report of the Modern Treatment of
Arrhythmias Endowment Fund

Dear All,

the Management Board of the Modern Treatment of
Arrhythmias Endowment Fund presents the Annual Report
for the year 2012, which was already the seventeenth year
of the activities of this non-profit organization. The subject
of interest of the Endowment Fund is to support new
trends in the diagnosis and treatment of arrhythmias, i.e.
disturbances of cardiac rhythm.

It should be emphasized that arrhythmias are
serious medical problem. For example, in Europe about
400,000 people die each year from sudden arrhythmic
death and approximately 2% of the adult population
suffer from atrial fibrillation, which deteriorates the
quality of life and whose consequences can significantly
shorten life. In addition, chronic heart failure is frequently
associated with arrhythmias and electrical conduction
abnormalities. Therefore, arrhythmias are in the centre
of attention of health professionals as well as the entire
society in all economically developed countries. Medical
technology is rapidly evolving and every year there is new
knowledge and practices that can significantly improve

New technologies
are economically demanding, and their effectiveness
assesment and introduction into clinical practice are not
adequately covered by existing health care reimbursement.
Therefore, it requires support from other sources. In

this situation the support from non-profit organizations

is very important. With this vision, a group of 10 IKEM
workers - doctors, nurses and technicians - established the
Foundation ,Modern Treatment of Arrhythmias” on 18. 10.
1995. Subsequently, the Foundation was transformed into
the Endowment Fund, retaining its original name. Since
2003, the Endowment Fund has been a member of the
Association of Endowment Funds and undergoes an annual
audit of its activities.

The Endowment Fund supports projects which enable
the introduction of new technological procedures in the
diagnosis and treatment of cardiac arrhythmias and assists
in the efforts of clinicians to master all important modern
strategies in management of heart rhythm disorders. The
Fund also supports availability of these methods in the Czech
Republic. It promotes further development of arrhythmia
services at Department of Cardiology of IKEM. This
department remains the leading centre not only in the Czech
Republic but also in the countries of the former Eastern Bloc.

Introduction

The year 2012 was the seventeenth year of
the activities of the Modern Treatment of Arrhythmias
Endowment Fund (hereinafter referred to as the
“Endowment Fund”). As in previous years, the Endowment
Fund's activities in 2012 were in line with the main
objectives defined in the Statutes of this non-profit
organization. The Endowment Fund fulfilled its legal
obligations in the area of accounting and in relation
to the Tax Office for Prague 4. At the same time they
fully respected and complied with the requirements for
documentation and record keeping of cash and non-
cash donations, donated to the Endowment Fund. All
data related to financial management, were properly
documented in the gift tax return. An overview of the
management of the Endowment Fund for the previous
year was assessed by an independent auditor. The findings
of the audit are unambiguously favorable and are described
in detail in the sixth section of this Annual Report.

Activities

The current Management Board was elected on
30.06.2010 for a three-year period. The Management Board
of the Endowment Fund gathered five times in 2012 (29.
3.,3.5,26.9,9.10.319. 12). At its meetings, the Board
engaged in providing current and longer-term challenges
arising from the mission of the Endowmnet Fund and its
operational matters and made decisions about the use of
resources. They also continuously assessed the status of
the fund management. At its meeting on 3. 5. 2012 they
discussed the Annual Report and the final accounts for the
year 2011, as well as the auditor’s report.

The Management Board remained in contact in 2012
with the Association of Endowment Funds at the Donors
Forum, whose member it has been since 2003. This activity
was organized by, apart from members of the Management
Board, L. Augustinova as well as Mar. P. Kristofova, who since
2010 under contracts for services in the field of public relations
has proposed and organized various forms of promotion of the
Endowment Fund. In 2012, the reprinting of clearly arranged
information cards containing important information about the
Endowment Fund with all contact details was also carried out.

Written records of all meetings of the Management
Board are taken with a written statement in which all important
decisions are captured, including the use of resources.

In 2012, the Endowment Fund continued in double-
entry bookkeeping. The activities of the Management Board
of the Endowment Fund continued to be ensured without a
professional background. The Board Members were therefore
involved in its activities according to their schedule and beyond
the scape of their job responsibilities. As was already pointed
out in the Annual Report for 2011, the Management Board is
well aware that, given the challenging economic and other
conditions, they must carry out the previously stated intention
to create at least a simple professional management structure
in the near future. This requirement remains one of the major
challenges in the efforts to improve the organization of the
Endowment Fund’s activities.

The Management Board at its meetings repeatedly
paid attention to the original order of the director of IKEM
from 2011 and its new version (Order of the Director
No.11/2012) of 21. 5. 2012, reflecting the Order of the
Health Minister for the safequarding of anti-corruption
measures within organizations directly managed by the
MHCR (“Anti-corruption Strategy of the Ministry of Health
of the Czech Republic for directly managed organizations”)
and continuing the enforcement of the previous decisions
by which the Endowment Fund undertakes:

- to continue to carry out the record keeping of all
donations and reqularly undergo an audit of their
management

- to use existing resources only for the purposes
stipulated by law and put down in concrete terms in
the Statutes of the Endowment Fund

- to refrain from acts that would be contradictory to
the legitimate interests of the IKEM,

- to continue to publish all donations and financial
contributions on its website and in its annual reports,

- to create a supervisory board to strengthen the
overall functioning of the control activities of the
Endowment Fund (this task was fulfilled in 2013
based on the acceptance and approval of the full
text of the amended Statute of the Endowment
Fund).

Activities and
Management of the
Endowment Fund

The main (and traditional) professional event that
the Endowment Fund annually supports is the Prague
Workshop on Catheter Ablation (“Prague Workshop
on Catheter Ablation”). In 2012, the Endowment Fund
contributed substantially to the organizational and financial
support for already the 1sth year of this workshop, which
was held in Prague at IKEM (in cooperation with the
Homolka Hospital, Prague) between 18. 3 and 20. 3. 2012.
The Management Board, as in previous years, provided the
agency CCL - CONFERENCE CZECHOSLOVAKIA LTD. with
significant financial guarantees to ensure its preparation.
Otherwise, the workshop is financially sponsored mainly
by companies that develop and sell technologies for
catheter ablation of cardiac arrhythmias.

In addition to review lectures about the
strategy for ablation therapy and the presentation of some
of the new technology of catheter ablation for different

The Prague workshop on catheter ablation is considerably
renowned and is contributed to the development of
modern treatment of cardiac rhythm disorders in Central,
Eastern and Northern Europe. The Endowment Fund
therefore ranks its continued support in the future as one
of the priorities of its activities.

In 2012, The Endowment Fund co-financed the
purchase of equipment, enabling the development and
improvement of the treatment of serious arrhythmia.
With financial assistance from the Endowment Fund, the
IMEDEX Doppler device (Transcranial Doppler device Digi -
Life, including the corresponding software) was therefore
purchased this year for the Department of Cardiology at

The
equipment will be used for research in the field of catheter
ablation of atrial fibrillation. The cost of this system was
844 thousands CZK.

In 2012, the Management Board also approved the
participation of the Endowment Fund in the purchase of
air-condition system for cath Iabs (including control room)
of Arrhythmia unit of the Department of Cardiology of
IKEM. The installation of this system has greatly improved
working conditions in the arrhythmia unit, which is a
key workplace. The equipment was purchased from the
company PHAR Service for 539 thousands CZK.

On recommendation of Head of the Department 2"
of Cardiology of IKEM, the Management Board of
the Endowment Fund funded study stays abroad
for B. Aldhoon, MD (in the U.S.), M. Kotrc, MD (in
Netherlands), and W. El-Husseini, MD (in Belgium), and
also financially supported active participation of J. Benes,
MD at the congress of young researchers in Switzerland.
The total amount which the Endowment Fund contributed
to the foreign travel of the mentioned doctors was
367 thousands CZK.
